nce every ten years a small town in 
Bavaria (Oberammergau) performs a 

Passion Play that is world renowned. They 
have been doing this since 1634 with only 2 
exceptions. Nina and I are attempting to 
organize a group to view this play during its 
next production season in 2010. This play will 
be done every day from May 15, 2010 through 
October 3, 2010.  
 
We are trying to find out if there is enough 
interest to create a group tour. At this time 
there is NO obligation or any fees involved, 
only a statement of interest. There is a wide 
range of package tours built around the play. 
Most of the tours include airfare, tickets to the 
play, hotels, two meals a day, land 
transportation and other costs such as airport 
fees. They start with a basic 7 day (5 nights) 
tour that is within Germany and go up to 14 
day tours that start in Israel and end in 
Oberammergau. Many other plans are 
available with visits in Germany, Poland, 
Austria, Hungary, Italy etc. For interest 
purposes only, we are proposing a 9 day (7 
nights) tour that runs from Germany through 
Switzerland and Austria and ends at 
Oberammergau.
